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1. Introduction

The vision of the Department of Prisons in Sri Lanka
is to achieve “social reintegration of inmates as good
citizens through rehabilitation”. The Department
of Prisons is under the responsibility of the
Commissioner General of Prisons, with the support
of Commissioners of prisons, Superintendents of
prisons, Assistant Superintendents, Chief jailors,
jailors, prison sergeants and prison guards. The
prison sector in Sri Lanka includes three closed
prisons for convicted prisoners, nineteen remand
prisons, nine functioning Work Camps, two Open
Prison Camps, a training school for youth offenders,
two correctional centres for youth offenders and
23 lock-ups and a Rehabilitation Centre for drug
offenders. The prison activities are regulated
according to the Prison Ordinance. Infection control
is conducted according to national guidelines.

According to the latest statistics available, during
the year 2015, there were direct admissions of
24,086 convicted and 89,559 un-convicted (remand)
prisoners into Sri Lankan prison institutions. Out
of these admissions, 759 convicted and 6,058
un-convicted prisoners were females. Out of all
convicted prisoner admissions, 57.7% were first-
timers, while the others were re-convicts and
recidivists. The daily average of un-convicted
prisoners was 8,230 for year 2015, while it was
9,766 when convicted prisoners were considered.
This brought the total to 17,996 inmates occupying
Sri Lankan prisons on a daily average. This data



shows that 45.7% of prisoners occupying Sri
Lankan prisons on an average day are un-convicted
prisoners.

While larger Prisons have a prison hospital and a
dispensary and a dental surgery, smaller prisons
have a dispensary with a visiting doctor. At each
prison hospital, the health services are provided by
the government health system under the guidance
of the Director General of Health Services.
Specialist Sexually Transmitted Infection (STI) and
Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) screening,
treatment and care services are provided in prisons
by the Sexually Transmitted Disease clinics (STD
Clinics) through the guidance of the National STD/
AIDS Control Programme (NSACP) of the Ministry
of Health. Data on HIV and STI are collected by
the National STD/AIDS Control Programme of the
Ministry of Health and are included in the national
HIV monitoring system, which is in line with
the National Monitoring & Evaluation guideline.
Medication, treatment and care are provided free
for all people living with HIV. There is no Opioid
Substitution Therapy available in the Rehabilitation
Centre for drug offenders, nor is it available
anywhere else in the country.

A range of HIV education, prevention, testing and
treatment and other capacity building activities are
continuously being carried out in the prison sector
for prisoners from 2005-2007 period, and several
advocacies, sensitisation workshops and capacity
building have been provided for prison officials




including Rehabilitation officers. These efforts have
resulted in an environment conducive to developing
and implementing a more comprehensive policy
on HIV prevention, testing and treatment for the
Department of Prisons. As they enter the society,
after their term, the knowledge and skills they
acquire to prevent HIV, would be useful to them as
well as to the community.

Further, it is acknowledged that prisoners share the
same right to health and well-being as any other
person and the same responsibilities to prevent the
spread of disease.

Prisons are globally identified as settings which
carry high risks of HIV, and The National Strategic
Plan (2013 -2107) identified prisoners as a
vulnerable population in relation to HIV. Most of
the Sri Lankan prison population is in the sexually
active age group and many reportedly engage in
consensual or non-consensual same sex activities
while in prison. A considerable number of female
prisoners are in prison due to sex work offences
or drug related offences. Because people detained
in prisons continuously exchange with outside
communities, they present a complex and difficult
challenge for public health, especially with regard
to the tackling of communicable diseases such as
HIV and tuberculosis (TB).



This policy is consistent with The National HIV/
AIDS Policy developed in 2011 and the national
guidelines for HIV testing, treatment and care and
support. Ending the Acquired Immune Deficiency
Syndrome (AIDS) epidemic by 2030 and achieving
the goals of the National HIV and AIDS Policy in
Sri Lanka therefore requires the involvement of all
sectors, including the active participation of the
Department of Prisons.

2.The purpose and scope of
the Policy for Prevention and
Treatment of HIV in the Prison
Sector

The purpose of the policy for Prevention and
Treatment of HIV in the Prison Sector is to provide
a framework for addressing HIV prevention and
providing related health services in the Sri Lankan
prison sector, equivalent to the services available
in the community, and consistent with the national
HIV/AIDS policy and guidelines.

2.1 Goals

The Goals of this Policy are to contribute to
achieving the national HIV and AIDS policy goals
by:

1. preventing HIV and other sexually transmitted
infections in the prison sector in Sri Lanka;




2.

improving the quality of life of people affected
by HIV/AIDS who are detained, living or
working in the prisons, through minimizing
stigma and discrimination and providing quality
care and support;

ensuring thatthe continuum ofprevention, testing
and care and support and all associated HIV and
AIDS related health services, equivalent to the
services available in the general community, are
available to all prisoners and prison staff.

2.2 Guiding principles

Several guiding principles underpin this policy.
They apply to each objective and strategy in this
policy, and guide planning and service delivery
equally, as cross-cutting concerns.

1.

All strategies will be based on evidence:
Evidence is needed to ensure that all activities
are effective. Evidence will guide the design
of the programmes, prioritization of strategies
and approaches, as well as monitoring of the
programme.

Respect for human rights: The Policy mirrors
the Sri Lankan constitution’s guiding principles
of universal human rights and dignity of all Sri
Lankans, including their sexual and reproductive
rights. There should be no discrimination on
the basis of gender & HIV status. People living
with HIV should not be segregated from other
prisoners.



3. Gender equality: HIV risk is generated within
sexual relationships, which are influenced
by underlying gender norms. The Policy will
address the gender norms and inequalities
that drive the HIV risk. Gender-responsive
approaches shall be integrated into the activities
that support the goals, objectives and strategies
of the Policy. Age and Sex-disaggregated data
will be used for monitoring and evaluation.
Understanding of the links between gender,
HIV and uptake of services will be built into
trainings, programmes and other activities.

4. Meaningful involvement of people living with
HIV: The experience, insights and efforts of
people affected by HIV, including women, young
people and key populations, are considered
valuable resources in the national response. The
government of Sri Lanka acknowledges that
People Living with HIV (PLHIV) and affected
people have an important role in prevention and
care, and their experiences and involvement
would make interventions more effective and
relevant.

5. Good public health: Maintaining good public
health includes making every effort to ensure
prisons are healthy places for staff as well as
prisoners.

6. Equivalent right to health of prisoners: The
right to health includes the right to accessible,




appropriate, confidential medical treatment,
preventive measures and healthcare services
at least equivalent to that available in the
community.

Health interventions uphold human rights: All
interventions should always be geared towards
the best interest of the patient, for health and not
for punishment, and all testing and treatment
will be voluntary.

2.3 Policy Objectives

The specific objectives of this policy are, to:

1.

Prevent HIV among all prisoners and prison
staff to ensure no new HIV transmissions occur
in the prison setting;

Enable prisoners to know their HIV status
by promoting voluntary, confidential HIV
counselling, testing and follow up;

Provide access to treatment, care and support
for HIV on the basis of treatment as prevention,
STI and related infections of hepatitis and
tuberculosis;

Preserve and protect the rights of people
living with and affected by HIV, including
confidentiality of information

Ensure that the prison environment is conducive
to promote and preserve the health of the
prisoners and prison staff through integrated
health services;



6. Take measures to monitor and evaluate, to
ensure that the policy and programmes are
effective

3. Strategies for achieving the
Policy objectives

Each of the strategies outlined below outlines how
the six policy objectives will be achieved.

3.1 Prevent HIV among all prisoners and prison
staff

The Government of Sri Lanka recognizes that
HIV/AIDS is not only a public health concern but
also a social and development challenge, hence
the importance of strengthening and scaling up
prevention interventions. Sri Lanka is classified
as a country with a low-level HIV epidemic in the
South East Asia region, and every effort is being
made to maintain this status, despite Sri Lanka’s
proximity to countries with a much higher burden
of disease. Numerous behaviours known to occur
among prisoners pose a risk for HIV infection, and
therefore prevention efforts, consistent with the
national policies and guidelines for HIV prevention
are implemented to address all risks.

3.1.1 Prevention of sexual transmission through
promotion of safe and responsible behaviours

HIV awareness raising and behaviour change
communication (BCC) programmes that specifically
address the needs of prisoners and promote safe and
responsiblebehaviourandvoluntary HIV counselling




and testing which are on-going at present will be
scaled up in all prisons for all prisoners and staff.
The prison sector currently works closely with the
National STD/AIDS Control Programme (NSACP)
to provide a HIV education, behaviour change,
testing and treatment programme. Peer education
model shall continue to be an approach to reach out
to all prisoners. The NSACP trains Welfare Officers,
who in turn train selected prisoners (identified
by the Programme as Peer Leaders) to provide
formal and informal peer education to their peers.
The prison sector programme promotes evidence
based prevention strategies, creates awareness to
prevent stigma and discrimination directed at key
populations and promotes links to HIV treatment
and care programmes and prevention and treatment
of tuberculosis. The programme also includes
information relevant to the needs of key populations,
which are identified in the National HIV/AIDS
Policy, Sri Lanka. The programme continues to
address the gender norms and inequalities that
drive the HIV risk and strengthens the capacity
of the Welfare Officers to address deeply held
prejudices and stigma and discrimination. Youth
specific interventions are planned and implemented
for young offenders, specifically emphasizing on
reducing risky behaviours and inculcating life skills
in them.

Peer based education that accounts for lower
literacy rates and includes promotion of HIV and
STI screening, must be provided regularly by Peer
Leaders. Foreigners being held in prisons must



have access to information that addresses HIV
prevention and stigma and discrimination in their
first language, and initiation and continuation of
treatment if found to be positive during testing.

As outlined in the National HIV/AIDS Policy,
empowerment of women and the responsibilities
of men in promoting positive behaviour should be
emphasized in the prison programme. In addition,
reducing stigma and discrimination in relation to
HIV will be addressed through sensitization and
subsequent attitudinal change, in order to promote
appropriate health care seeking behaviours. The
prison inmates fulfilling the role of trained Peer
Educators, (known as Peer Leaders) shall be trained
in all matters related to HIV including transmission,
prevention, testing, treatment and reduction of
stigma and discrimination, plus information on
hepatitis, tuberculosis and STI. These peer educators
are expected to conduct both formal and informal
education with prison inmates and promote and
offer support for testing of HIV and other sexually
transmitted infections. They are not entitled to be
informed of anyone else’s HIV or STI status.

Training provided by the Welfare Officers to the
Peer Leaders will enable them to educate their peers
about how to access and use consumables for HIV
prevention (availability of condoms and lubricant
in government STD clinics, through public health
workers, counselling, investigations and treatment,
etc.), so that this knowledge can be applied once
they are released from the prison. All prevention




education should familiarize participants with the
availability of Peer Education and support inside
and outside the prison sector, and how to access
services including testing services upon release.

3.1.2 HIV prevention among drug users

Many peopleare in prison due todrugrelated offences
or as a result of actions taken under the influence of
drugs or due to drug addiction. Preventing drug use
in prison contributes to their rehabilitation, reduces
drug related harm and contributes to harmony in
prisons. Despite efforts to prevent the supply of
drugs in prisons, it is acknowledged that drugs do on
occasion make their way into the prison. Therefore,
the following strategies are needed to prevent HIV:

e Demand reduction strategies including
counselling and drug dependence treatment

e« Harm reduction programmes for drug users
including injecting drug users, in accordance
with national guidelines

» Strategies that reduce the illicit drug supply
which may include reducing any vulnerability
to corruption that may facilitate the supply or
use of drugs

3.1.3 Preventing rape, physical and sexual violence
and coercion in prison

Prevention and elimination of rape, physical and
sexual violence and sexual coercion within the
prison environment are of paramount importance



for prevention of HIV. The nature and extent of
sexual violence in Sri Lankan prisons has not been
definitively established, but however it is thought
to be widespread. It has been noted that sex, sexual
violence and coercion are used as a form of currency
and are exchanged in prisons. This means sex is
used to barter over power, protection, space, drugs,
access to commodities like soap for washing, and
many other things.

It is challenging to obtain reliable information on
the prevalence of rape, physical and sexual violence
and sexual coercion in prisons.HIV prevention
therefore depends on penal and prison reforms
designed to reduce the conditions that foster high
rates of sexual violence and coercion, including
overcrowding. Prison authorities are responsible
for combating sexual violence and exploitation and
all forms of prisoner victimization. Rape and sexual
violence in the prison sector will not be tolerated
or sanctioned under any circumstances. At present,
male and female prisoners are held separately at all
times in the prison setting.

Post exposure prophylaxis for the prevention of HIV
should be available to all prisoners and prison staff,
including the victims of sexual violence, without
delay as per the national guidelines. Further,
there should be a system for the victims of sexual
violence to safely report incidences of violence,
seek treatment and support without being further
victimized.




3.1.4 Preventing Mother to Child Transmission of
HIV and syphilis

Womeninprisons shall be provided with information,
services and health care required to prevent mother
to child transmission of HIV and syphilis. This will
be provided as part of early and comprehensive ante
natal care accessible to women in prison, equivalent
to that available in the community. Prevention of
mother to child transmission will include access
to voluntary, confidential counselling and testing,
access to HIV treatment including antiretroviral
therapy, adherence support, safer delivery practices
and safer feeding practices as per the national
guidelines. Treatment will be available to HIV
positive prisoners and their new-borns, according
to the national guidelines.

Pregnant women living with HIV are likely to
have a range of concerns and require additional
support when caring for their infants. Adequate pre
and post counselling will be available for women,
and counselling and support for PLHIV as part of
routine ante and post-natal care.

3.1.5 Preventing Transmission of Other Sexually
Transmitted Infections

Sexually transmitted infections, especially
genital ulcerative infections, increase the risk of
transmission of HIV. Thus, it is very important
to identify early and treat sexually transmitted
infections among prisoners as per the national
guidelines. A conducive environment needs to be



created for the prisoners to access services to seek
treatment for symptoms related to such infections.
The medical officers at the prisons are given a
training for recognizing such symptoms for prompt
referral to the nearest STD clinic.

Most large prisons have prison hospitals, dental
services, minor surgical services and laboratories.
All prisons provide health and medical care. The
correct use and disposal of medical equipment,
including injecting equipment, is critical and should
be subject to monitoring. National Guidelines
for Universal Precautions must be practiced in
prisons, along with the commodities and facilities
to implement them. Demonstrated competency in
Universal Precautions is required among all prison
health and dental staff to prevent poor medical
practices involving the use or re-use of non—sterile
medical or dental equipment. The policy is intended
to make improvements through periodic training of
staff and through provision of necessary equipment
and commodities.

3.2 Enable prisoners to know their HIV status

The prison will provide HIV testing services
to enable prisoners to know their HIV status,
according to the National Prison HIV Testing
Guidelines. All prisoners will have unhindered and
regular access to voluntary, confidential HIV testing
(including rapid testing) and services provided by
medical officers. Voluntary and provider initiated
HIV testing and counselling is currently available




through mobile services in prisons at a regular basis.
Testing must be accompanied by pre and post-test
counselling with the opportunity for prisoners to
ask questions in private. Feedback to prisoners
on their test results must be timely, and access
to follow up treatment must be initiated without
delay. Healthcare providers facilitate the partner
disclosure on release of HIV positives. Everyone
volunteering for HIV testing services will be linked
to appropriate HIV prevention, care and treatment
services and other clinical and support services, in
accordance with national guidelines. Participation
in HIV testing will be promoted via the Peer
Leaders, the Welfare Officers and the Medical and
Dental Officers. Testing for HIV will be integrated
into regular health checks and screening for non-
communicable diseases, as carried out by the prison
health staff.

3.2.1 Client and Provider initiated testing shall be
subjected to informed consent

All HIV testing requires informed consent,
including the testing initiated by the provider.
Ensuring implementation of the prison HIV testing
guidelines is consistent with the concept of treatment
as prevention. It will be ensured that HIV testing for
underage prisoners is available with their consent,
without needing permission from guardians.



3.3 Provide access to treatment, care and support
for prisoners living with HIV

3.3.1 Access to high quality, uninterrupted treatment

Access to high quality, uninterrupted treatment for
HIV and management of opportunistic infections
consistent with the national treatment guidelines
will be guaranteed for all prisoners. This is for
treatment as prevention for the prison population as
well as to maximize the health of the individual. The
importance of continuity of treatment and the need
to provide medication at the specified time each day
will be emphasized to the prison and medical staff
who provide care for such prisoners.

Comprehensive treatment and care will be
provided by the National STD/AIDS Control
Programme, thereby facilitating timely diagnosis
or confirmation of new and pre-existing HIV status,
expedited access to any pre-existing treatment
records and prescribed medication and continuity
of care. Medical officers will seek to ensure that
there are no treatment interruptions as a result of
any circumstances, including movement within the
prison set up. Shared confidentiality will have to be
maintained in order to implement this within the
prison environment.

3.3.2 Providing adequate counselling for prisoners
living with HIV

Prisoners living with HIV will have access to
counselling, decision making information and
support and adherence support provided by trained




health staff at STD clinics and prison. There is some
anecdotal evidence that people discontinue their
treatment after release from prison, which may be
due to poor treatment preparation, confidentiality
concerns or due to stigma and discrimination
concerns. It is therefore critical that thorough
treatment preparation takes place and adherence
support is provided while in prison through
developing a strong link with HIV services, and that
prisoners are counselled on voluntary disclosure to
significant others. Under no circumstances is the
person’s confidentiality to be breached or disclosures
made by prison staff, health staff, Welfare Officers
or support staff to any third party.

3.3.3 Continuity of care from arrest to release and
during social reintegration

Prisoners living with HIV sometimes experience
difficulty in maintaining their treatment once they
are released from prison and are no longer under the
care and direct supervision of the prison staff. This
may be a consequence of the change from directly
observed therapy whereby all medication is provided
daily by the dispensary. Adherence challenges will
be minimized through the provision of information
about how treatment works and the risks and long
term harms associated with treatment interruption
and other adherence support counselling.



Prior to release, people living with HIV should
be linked to all Government HIV services and,
if the individual is willing, to community based
organizations supporting people living with HIV
and promoting the rights of and supporting key
affected populations.

3.4 Preserve and protect the rights of people living
with and affected by HIV

3.4.1 Confidentiality

The confidentiality of all persons who have HIV
or have voluntarily requested to be tested for HIV
and other STI and those who have been ordered
to undergo HIV testing by the courts shall be
maintained. All health and wellbeing staff and
custodians of medical or other records related
to HIV and STI will be required to maintain
confidentiality of medical information and HIV
status. Confidentiality can only be shared in the
following cases:

a- To ensure the person concerned can access all
treatment, care and support, maintaining shared
confidentiality with a very few essential settings

b- When informing health workers directly or
indirectly involved in the treatment or care

The confidential medical records shall be properly
sealed by the custodian, delivered, and opened and
stored to ensure confidentiality.




3.4.2 Strengthening leadership capacity

Leadership capacity to promote evidence based
public health programmes and preserve and protect
the rights of people living with HIV will require
ongoing, annual advocacy and sensitization at all
levels. Leadership capacity building in relation to
HIV and ongoing sensitization should be provided
by the NSACP, with inputs from people living with
HIV and other key populations. The Prison staff
will engage with national policy and coordination
mechanisms and participate in advocacy and
sensitization programmes offered by the NSACP.

3.4.3 Preserve and protect the rights of women

Women who spendtimein prisonface additional risks
in relation to HIV, especially if they have a history
of drug use and/or sex work or have experienced
deprivations and violations of their rights, family
violence and intimate partner violence. Female
prisoners are much more likely to have a drug
problem than other women, but they are unlikely to
be able to access drug rehabilitation treatment while
in prison. Women who engage in sex work or who
trade sex for protection, housing or other means of
survival may also engage in substance use. Repeated
cycles of arrest, incarceration, and release can be
socially and economically destabilizing for women,
exacerbating their HIV risk. Women with drug
dependence issues may be especially vulnerable,
and therefore be targeted and subjected to sexual
violence or exploitation within the prisons.



Gender-responsive approaches to Peer Education
for HIV prevention provided to women must
therefore address sexual autonomy, self-efficacy
and empowerment and address the gender norms
and inequities that drive the HIV risk. HIV
prevention education must also strengthen the skills
women need to negotiate and secure their personal
and sexual safety in all settings. HIV prevention
education and sensitization programmes will
address the specific concerns of and vulnerabilities
faced by women, including women with a history
of drug use and sex work, who will go back to the
same vulnerable community once they are released,
leading to recidivism.

Women in prisons musthave access to the protection,
information, services and health care required to
protect themselves from HIV and STI, and be free
from stigma and discrimination, especially in the
form of sexual violence. They should have regular
access to a female medical officer or an assistant.
Strip searches should only be conducted by or in
the presence of female officers, in accordance with
the prison ordinance.

3.4.4 Uphold the sexual and reproductive health
rights of every citizen

In accordance with the National HIV/AIDS Policy,
the prison sector will ensure that the human
rights of people living with HIV/AIDS, including
key populations, are promoted, protected and
respected and measures are taken to eliminate
discrimination and combat stigma. This provides an




enabling environment to seek relevant services. The
Government of Sri Lanka is a signatory to many
international covenants that guarantee to uphold
sexual and reproductive health rights of every
citizen, including key populations. The International
Covenant on Political and Civil Rights (ICPCR)
Articles 2 (1), 3 and 26 protect the rights to non-
discrimination, equal rights of men and women,
equality before the law and equal rights under the
law, respectively. In 2007, the Parliament enacted
an Act to give effect to the ICPCR, namely Act No.
56 of 2007.The sensitization programme for the
Prison sector staff at all levels should familiarize
officers with these provisions and their related
responsibilities.

3.4.5 HIV services will be available to all prisoners

Prisoners are considered a vulnerable group in the
population, and thus the importance of protecting
their human rights cannot be overemphasized.
Services will be provided to prisoners irrespective
of their age, gender or sexuality. Prevention, testing
and treatment and care services will be available to
all, without restricting any prisoner from accessing
information, education and behaviour change
communication, or any testing, treatment or support
services on socio-cultural grounds or factors related
to their inmate status or crime committed. In
addition, restricting access to services as punishment
should not be practiced under any circumstances, as
the right to health must be available consistently.



3.4.6 Fair and equal management of prisoners living
with HIV

No prisoner should be segregated or isolated due
to their HIV status, and nor should any benefits
provided to the prisoners or employment in the
prison be restricted solely due to their HIV status,
age, gender identity or sexuality. Key populations
can be hidden or difficult to access in the general
community, and periods spent in prison represent
an opportunity to reach them with HIV prevention
and other services.

Decisions regarding isolation for health conditions
should be made only by the Chief Medical Officer,
subject to the same criteria as applied to the general
public to promote good public health.

Specifically, prisoners living with HIV and members
of key populations should not be segregated within
the prison, or denied participation in work at prison
camps or any other activities available to the rest of
the prison population.

3.4 7 Minimizing stigma and discrimination for
HIV in prisons

Stigma and discrimination against key populations
can adversely affect treatment seeking, disclosure
to family and friends and HIV prevention efforts.
Stigma and discrimination based on gender
identity, sexuality, religion or as a result of a
person’s perceived or actual HIV status, will not
be tolerated. The prison setting needs to be an
environment free from stigma and discrimination in




order for prisoners with risky sexual behaviours to
come forward.

To combat stigma and discrimination, there are a
number of actions that will be taken:

« Awareness raising and education, especially about
the modes of transmission of HIV (and myths) will
be conducted with staff and Peer Leaders

 Information about HIV will be provided to all
prisoners during the initial orientation to the prison,
along with a clear message that discrimination will
not be tolerated

* Refresher training will be provided regularly to all
prisoners providing peer education and the Welfare
Officers by the National STD/AIDS Control
Programme

* The National STD/AIDS Control Programme
will include prison staff in advocacy and education
initiatives and all aspects of the national response

» The Peer Education programme will be updated
and monitored closely to ensure the competence of
the Peer Leaders, and to ensure Welfare Officers and
Peer Leaders are skilled in reducing or challenging
any harm or stigma and discrimination on the basis
of HIV status, gender orientation or sexuality.



Awareness raising and championing of an evidence-
based, public health approach to HIV by leaders at
all levels is needed. An ongoing sensitization and
education programme for prison staff at all levels is
required to ensure they are able to contribute to the
national HIV response.

3.4.8 Special emphasis on protecting vulnerable
prisoners

Ensuring that youth offenders are held separately
from adult prisoners at all times, and female and male
prisoners are always held separately, is of utmost
importance, as is ensuring transgender persons are
held with the gender group they identify with. People
who may be vulnerable to stigma and discrimination
on the basis of known or perceived gender identity,
or sexuality will require management within the
prison to ensure their vulnerability is mitigated.
This is especially necessary where overcrowding
or other environmental concerns limit the safety
of prisoners. The prison authorities shall take
steps to mitigate stigma and discrimination due to
vulnerabilities associated with gender identities,
ete.

3.5 Ensure that the prison environment is conducive
to promote and preserve the health of the prisoners
and prison staff

3.5.1 A safe living environment

The Commissioner General of Prisons is responsible
for providing a safe living environment for the
prisoners and for the staff. prisons should be no




less safe than the wider community outside prison.
Factors related to the prison infrastructure, which
may contribute to vulnerability to HIV, including
overcrowding, unsanitary living conditions and
poor ventilation, as well as prison management will
be addressed through discussions with the prison
authorities, for making possible improvements.

3.5.2 A safe working environment

Therisk for HIV inside prison needs to be minimized,
not only for the benefit of the prisoners, but also
to provide a safe working environment for the staff
working in the prison. Working arrangements and
facilities that minimize the risk of needle stick
injuries or contact with blood should be adopted as
per national guidelines, particularly during security
checks and when responding to emergencies.

Necessary protective equipment at work, including
facilities and commodities for universal precautions,
needs to be available to the staff at all times. The
Medical Officer in charge should ensure that post
exposure prophylaxis is available to all prison
staff, especially to healthcare staff working with
prisoners, in an event of an occupational exposure.
Vaccination for Hepatitis B should be available to
all prison staff. Any prison officer disabled as a
result of an infection received while being on duty,
performing their ordinary duties or as an act of
reprisal for exercising their duties, shall be entitled
under Section 11A (1) of the Prisons Ordinance to
compensation.



3.5.3 No known offenders working in prisons and
safe reporting systems

All staff throughout the prison sector, at every level
and regardless of the capacity they are employed
in, must be established as having no known history
of perpetrating sexual violence. Systems for safely
reporting rape, physical and sexual violence and
coercion will be implemented. All reports will be
investigated and resolved, with regard to the safety
of the complainant.

3.5.4 Health staff have a special role in ensuring a
health promoting prison

The health staff, including medical, laboratory,
pharmacy and dentistry staff and Welfare Officers
has a special role in promoting a prison environment
that is conducive to the health of prisoners and
staff. They can provide leadership to ensure the
prison is a hygienic environment that promotes
and preserves the physical, mental and social well-
being of the prisoners as well as the prison staff.
Measures need to be taken to prevent problems
associated with prison design and organization,
such as overcrowding, poor sanitation, insufficient
ventilation and lighting in the prisons and prison
hospitals, and social and physical isolation. The
Minister has the power to remove prisoners to
an alternative location if there is a situation of
overcrowding or in the event of an outbreak of any
disease. Medical authorities can take an active role
in monitoring and communicating these situations
if and when they occur.




3.5.5 Enabling staff to maintain a conducive
environment to promote and preserve health

To successfully assume this leadership role and
fulfil the requirements of Sections 19 and 20 of
the Prisons Ordinance, the health and welfare staff
must be provided with professional training in
issues such as confidentiality, patients’ rights and
human rights, homophobia and the laws related
to rape, violence and sexual and other violence in
prison, and redress systems should be explained.
To fulfil this role, they must also be familiar with
the diagnosis and treatment of STI and HIV,
how diseases and infections are spread, the role
of stigma and discrimination on any grounds,
including gender orientation and sexuality, in
promoting vulnerability, the social determinants of
health and how to creatively combat the constraint
on providing effective health care in prison. They
should be sufficiently trained and enabled to detect
and remedy any potential threats to health and
wellbeing.

3.6 Take measures to ensure the policy is effective

The Prison sector will conduct regular assessments
and take measures to ensure the policy and any
implementation programmes are effective.

3.6.1 Planning to Implement the Policy

This policy will be supported by an implementation
plan,and included inthe National HIV Strategic Plan.
The implementation plan will clearly outline action
to be taken, timelines and the parties responsible



for each action. The Plan will include the HIV
Education and capacity building Programme and
the HIV sensitization and advocacy programme,
which will include ongoing education for prison
leadership, management and staff, including health
and welfare staff.

3.6.2 Policy Monitoring and Evaluation

The Department of Prisons and the National
STD/AIDS Control Programme will monitor and
evaluate the policy and conduct regular assessments
of the implementation and impact of the policy.
Monitoring policy implementation is an integral
component of the policy cycle, as is evaluating the
impact of the policy. Decision makers are entitled
to be informed about how the policy is being
implemented, and the short, medium and long term
impact of the policy. Monitoring and evaluation
investigations will report age and sex-disaggregated
data, findings, and recommendations. Indicators
identified in the National M&E Plan will be used
for this purpose.

The peer leader and prison staff sensitization
programmes will also be monitored by the National
STD/AIDS Control Programme for quality assurance
and to ensure the training content remains current,
relevant and comprehensive. Implementation of
the programme will be monitored regularly and the
competence of the trainers and the Peer Leaders
will be assessed. Findings from the monitoring will
be used to improve the situation.




3.6.3 HIV surveillance

Surveillance involves the ongoing, systematic
collection, analysis and interpretation of HIV-related
data essential to the planning, implementation, and
evaluation of prison and public health practice. The
National STD/AIDS Control Programme, and the
Department of Prisons require HIV surveillance
data to inform the prevention and management of
HIV within the prisons and among prisoners and
staff. Surveillance is undertaken to inform disease
prevention and control measures and to serve as
an early warning system for outbreaks and identify
emerging public health emergencies.

HIV and other public health Surveillance in the
Prison sector will be carried out in accordance with
national guidelines. Age and Sex-disaggregated data
will be collected, reported and used for monitoring
and evaluation. Data is reported nationally every
quarter. Information on HIV testing and prevalence
in the prisons allows the National Programme
to monitor the course of the HIV epidemic, and
can inform resource mobilization and allocation
decisions while also informing planning and
evaluation of interventions for HIV control and
prevention, as well as for other linked programmes
for diseases like TB and hepatitis.



Appendix 1: The policy
development process

This policy was developed with the leadership from
the Multi-sectoral Unit of the National STD /AIDS
Control Programme (NSACP) of the Ministry of
Health, in collaboration with the prison sector HIV/
AIDS prevention coordinator.

Working Committees established, Literature
Review completed

Stakeholders were invited to form two Working
Committees, namely, the Technical Working
Committee and the Legal Working Committee.
With their permission, an initial draft of the policy
was developed by the Multi-sectoral Unit of
NSACP based on a literature review and taking in to
consideration the information and recommendations
gathered through the extensive review of all prison
documents and strategies. Comments on the initial
draft were received from the Technical Working
Committee and the Legal Working Committee.
Then further improvements were done after the
Global Fund comments were received.




Technical assistance from the International
Consultant

The draft policy document was provided by the
Multi-sectoral Unit to the international consultant.
Prior to revising the draft, the consultant reviewed
the draft and relevant literature, undertook a series
of interviews with key informants, and met with
the Technical Working Committee and the Legal
Working Committee stakeholders. The consultant
then made a site visit to a prison housing people
living with HIV and members of key population
groups and made a site visit to a prison hospital.

The consultant provided technical assistance and
prepared a revised draft and presented it at the
final stakeholder meeting. At the final stakeholder
meeting the document was reviewed and feedback
and comments were received. After receiving
feedback during the final stakeholder meeting and
from the Multi-sectoral Unit, the policy was revised
and a final draft was prepared.



Stakeholder meetings and key informant interviews

Stakeholder meetings chaired by the Director
General of Health Services were held initially to
facilitate input from a range of stakeholders to inform
the development and scope of the HIV policy for
the prison setup. A second stakeholder meeting was
held to review a draft policy and facilitate further
and specific feedback, prior to preparing a final
draft of the HIV policy. Technical experts, senior
prison managers and medical officers, legal experts,
policy makers, representatives from the civil society
(i.e. Prison Welfare Committee), representatives
of people living with HIV and an ex-prisoner
participated in these stakeholder meetings along
with members of the National AIDS Committee.
